
 

The Modern Greek major is offered by the Department of Classics and provides a comprehensive and 
systematic introduction to the Greek world of the last ten centuries, and especially to the cultural reality of the 
last two centuries. The Modern Greek major includes courses in the language, culture, literature, society, 
and linguistics of the Greek world. Students studying Modern Greek progress from an elementary working 
knowledge of the language to oral and written fluency. Once students have mastered basic patterns of speech 
and grammar, they are introduced to the social life, literature, and film of one of the world’s richest cultures.i
